History and description:
Vize fortress surrounds the northern and western parts
of the city. It is believed that it was first built in the year
72-76 AD. As a result of the conducted studies a wall
inscription from wall repair was found dating from the
Roman era in Vize. The inscription dating from 2nd
century says: “Congratulations, Vize fortified walls
were built gy the winner and eternal master of the uni-
verse Caesar Adrian Aritonin about Caesar Augustus
with donations from Autos - son of Firmis Aulus Pareas
and Kentos, Dautos - son of Kentos, and Rabdos — son
of Hayakintos”. Vize fortress is located in the highest
Eoint of the town where the hill is surrounded by dou-
le walls. Repaired during the Byzantium by Emperor
Justinian 1. Built of equally large cut stones placed one
upon the other, the distance between them is filled with
a strong binder .
In the walls, located in the northern part of the city are
used equally cut blue stones. It is understood that this
building was renovated in the late Byzantine era (Pal-
aeologan dynasty).
Building the tallest tower and the tower, located along
the river in the southwest is commenced at the time of|
the Komnenos dynasty at the end of 12 century and was
completed during Palaeologan dynasty.

Interesting facts:

Do you know ...

... At the bottom of the tower, whose construction be-
gan in 12 century during the Komnenos dynasty and
completed during the Palacologan Dynasty, is situated
a vaulted cellar and now is completely covered with
shrubs. Located directly on them points beamed open-
ly su%gest that the basement had several floors. In the

middle of the tower, there is a hole with approximately
10 x 15 meters. In front of the tower against the walls is
situated a rectangular entrance. Furthermore, although
in the front part of the river can be seen bars, in the part,
where the water flow coming from the mount there are
no bars. Round Tower, located in the lowest part of the
fortress, is considered to have a connection with this
water tower. With the likely importance of this water
tower was great at stopping the water during the attacks
on the fortress.

History and description:
Ancient Theatre Vize dating from the Roman era in
2nd century AD. The building is discovered after ex-
cavations lasted three seasons between 1995-1997
year, pulled out of the field of residence (cavea), the
paths between them (parados), building on the stage
(skene) and part of the orchestra. Artifacts found dur-
ing the excavations glass, metal and ceramic parts
of the Roman - Byzantine - Ottoman era and marble
reliefs and monuments from the scenes of Dionysus.
Moreover numerous coins belonging to the emperors
were found.

History and description:

Asag1 Pmar (lower well) is the oldest village of
farmers in Thrace, contributed greatly to the rev-
olutionary discovery of artifacts from researchers
following the track of civilization. Here are also
found very serious traces of the spread of civili-
zation from Anatolia to Europe. Started in 10,000
years BC agricultural life in Anatolia, in 6400
years BC came to Thrace and from here began to
spread to Europe.

Archaeologists have found that much of the ar-
chitecture is wooden and indicated that this is the
reason remains to be fewer in number and less
reserved. Therefore, in terms of analyzing the his-
tory of European civilization, this place plays a
big role, and therefore is built different form of
exposure through modeling to reflect authentic
settlement.

The Sanctuary of the Nymphs and Aphrodite near
the village of Kasnakovo, Haskovo region

Location:
600 m southeast of the village Kasnakovo along
the Banska river

History and description:

Thracian sanctuary of the Nymphs and Aphro-
dite include remains of religious buildings dating
back to the second century, inn of the III century,
and amphitheater of the fourth century and archi-
tecturally designed three springs with pools lo-
cated on the ellipse.

.. In the wall are situated three recessed nich-
es - catchments of small springs symmetrically
- two at the ends and one central fountain. Local
believe that they symbolize the dance of nymphs.
The end situated springs are connected to the cen-
tral one through outdoor stone groove that runs
along the retaining wall. Above the main spring
are engraved the names of its builders. Cold and
crystal clear water issuing from a crack in the
rock , is believed to be healing ...

The Alexandrovo tomb and the Museum Center “Thra-
cian Art Of Eastern Rhodopes”

Location:
Alexandrovo village, Haskovo municipality

History and description:

The tomb in the vicinity of the village of Aleksandrovo
dates back to the IV century BC, and is one of the most
prominent monuments of the ancient Thracian culture.
It was discovered in 2000 by the famous archaeolo-
gist Georgi Kitov (1943 - 2008). Its impressive size
ranks the tomb among the most monumental ones on
the Bulgarian lands. The exceptionally well-preserved
frescoes enrich with new data our knowledge and no-
tions of the Thracian religious rituals, cults, weapons,
clothing and lifestyle.

The building has played the role of heroon (tem-
ple-mausoleum). Impressive figures of horses and de-
tail presented harness, which according to the colour is
of gold, silver and bronze applications. Applications’
location on the straps, saddles and breast is important
for the interpretation of already known sets. Over the
heads of the horses are depicted decorations shaped as
labrys. The newly built Museum Center “Thracian Art
Of Eastern Rhodopes” is located near the mound with
the original tomb. There is a modern research center
with laboratories equipped with the latest equipment
for restoration and conservation.

Central part in the museum center is occupied by a
copy of Alexander tomb. Precise 1:1 are recreated ele-
ments of the architecture and frescoes in the tomb.
Amongst the most popular exhibits at the museum in
Alexandrovo are the found in the northern part of the
Sakar Mountain 98 gold trim ( 4500-4000 BC) .

History and description:
Villa Armira is one of the earliest and most accurate-
ly dated villa complexes from the Roman era, stud-
ied in Bulgaria. She is an outstanding architectural
monument from 2000 years ago. This is the most
sumptuously decorated private house (palace) of the
Roman period, discovered in the Bulgarian lands.
The villa was a center of land tenure, founded by
Thracian rich aristocratic family.

Place to build a house (home owners) has been spe-
cially selected. It corresponds to sprout up on such
constructions described in the ancient Roman au-
thors Varon and Columbia, research found that say
that a house must be built up big time, but not on the
road, in a beautiful area, near water, in the southern
slope and the important to good neighbors.

The walls of the corridors and the rooms were dec-
orated with frescoes in red, white, black, green and
yellow color. Schemes and decoration met last Pom-
peian style in painting.

History and description:

,,Gluhite kamani” rock sanctuary is among the larg-
est Thracian cult sites. Includes several large, cut by
deep gorges rock massif. At the foot of one of them
is carved rock tomb.

The great interest in the ,,Gluhite kamani” is mainly
due to the numerous niches carved on the vertical
sides of up to 30 m high cliffs. In south beneath
these these niches is situated a rock platform on
where was built a church in the 5th or 6th century
OTKpOsIBalKH Ce HaJl OKOJIIHHS TEPEH, B Chb3HAHHETO
Ha JApeBHUTe oOuTaTenu Ha Pomomurte ckanHHUTE
MAacHBH OWJIM CBEIICHH.

The one who rises through the
gate of the sanctuary, which lead to heaven, ceases
to be a man - get to the top, touched by the first rays
of the sun, the priest enters into another, new and
clean space ...

Name:
The Thracian tomb and the Medieval fortress “Neu-
tzikon”

Location:
Mezek village

History and description:

On the outskirts of Mezek in Meltepe mound is sit-
uated the largest and one of the most interesting and
impressive beehive tombs of Mycenaean type in
Thrace. Dates back to the IV century BC and is com-
pletely preserved in its original form.

Mound is about 14 meters high. In 1908 was discov-
ered a huge bronze boar that weighed 177 kg, by a
farmer who plowed his field. Turkish police confis-
cated the boar and the original oH is currently in the
Archaeological Museum in Istanbul. Below it there is
a plate that says “Found near Edirne.” A plaster cast
can be found in the history museum in Haskovo.
Thracian tomb was discovered by Prof. Bogdan Filov
in 1931. Its length is 32 meters, which makes it the
longest Thracian tomb found in Bulgaria and the Bal-
kan Peninsula. The tomb is built of stone blocks with
a length of 2 meters and a height of about 40 cm They
are stacked without mortar on each other, as places
are offset by iron clamps. Traces of six funerals are
found in the tomb.

The fortress in Mezek / Neutzikon is one of the best
preserved ancient fortresses in the Bulgarian lands.
Located on the “Kaleto” upland, just above the west-
ern outskirts of the Mezek village.

In defense of the fortress are included nine towers.
Besides the martial functions inside of one of the
towers was adapted to prison. The fortress wall is
completed with top bristling battlements that were
reserved century ago.

The Bukelon Fortress and the rock churches

Location:
village of Matochina and village of Mihalich, Hask-
ovo region

History and description:

Fortress Bukelon (meeting as “Vukelon”) is lo-
cated near the village of Matochina, Svilengrad
municipality. Above the village are preserved ruins
of a medieval tower (donjon), built in XII-XIII cen-
tury on the foundations of the great ancient fortress
Bukelon. She was Episcopal center subordinated to
the andrianopoulos metropolitan between VII-XIII
century.

In 1205 at this place the forces of Tsar Kaloyan de-
feated the army of the Crusaders and captured their
leader - emperor Baldwin. The battle ends with the
complete defeat of the knight’s army, and on the bat-
tlefield, as it says Geoffroy de Villehardouin, “died
the color of western chivalry”. Legend has it that
the emperor spent his first night as a prisoner in the
fortress, and therefore, the castle is known as the
Baldwin Tower among the locals.

Rock church in Mihalich village

Southeast of the village, in the Aypando region,
deep into the rock beneath rocky terrace is carved
an interesting old church. Among the local popu-
lation has a tradition of the Feast of All Saints in
the church and around it to perform various rituals
- church service and sacrifice.

Rock church in Matochina village

The church is located in the Dekilya kaya region,
about 2 km southwest of Matochina village.

Do you know ...

... In Archaeological studies made, near the front
door of the castle was found cross with integrated
monogram of XIV century and inscribed the name
Michael. It is known that around 1328, Bulgarian
Tsar Michael fought against Andronikos III, reaches
Dimotica, today’s Northern Greece.

History and description:

On the hill “Sv. Duh” in the village Mineralni
Bani are the ruins of ancient and medieval for-
tress Toplitsa. It is well preserved and is designed
around the second century since the first archae-
ological dating evidence for the construction of
baths with a cooling system. Fortress was inhab-
ited by about 12,000 people. The foundations of
the castle were laid by the Roman era. Defenses
presented here are a few rectangular towers and
bastions along the corners of the walls and her
reservoir is the building located in the southern
part of the fortress.

... Legends say that after the battle of Klokotnitsa
on March 22nd (March 9th according to the Old
Style) (day of the St. 40 Martyrs) and the land-
slide victory of Ivan Asen II of Epirus over Des-
pod Theodore Komnenos, wounded soldiers are
treated wounds of the Sanctuary of the Nymphs
in Fortress “Sv. Duh”.
